Application to have footpaths upgraded to bridleways      2

 

One application to have a restricted byway upgraded to a ‘BOAT’, byeway open to all traffic, has been turned down (Priddy area).

 

The proposed diversions in terms of distance involved have been very minor.  Reasons for proposed diversions have included\;-

 

1        Moving footpaths from farm buildings

2        Preventing ramblers from going too near to potentially (dangerous) animals, e.g. horses in particular.

3        Accepting the status quo, in that the path on the definite map had not been used for many years, perhaps never.

4        For reasons of privacy.
