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You will notice from the balance sheet that we have an excess of income over expenditure this year.

Our main outlay is for the printing and distribution of the programme and for the purchase of tools and replacements. As there are more volunteers for the work party we consequently need more tools.

Holidays and social events are self funding — in fact we have made a slight profit.

Very little has been claimed for travelling expenses again this year but it is envisaged that there might be an increase in the future.

We received £1550 from the Ramblers Association last year but we are underspent by £332.92 largely due to the August Festival which has almost been self funding due to the August Festival which has almost been self funding due to the large reduction in printing costs and the sale of the booklets. Also we were fortunate to have some fluorescent tabards donated to us which have been and will be used on further occasions.

Work should be starting on the Mendip Ring footpath in 2009 for which we were allocated funds in 2006/2007.

We have been allocated a payment of £1000 from the RA for the forthcoming year which should keep us solvent.
